Actions

Action
· A consistent approach to assessment, marking and editing.

· Children are taught grammar and punctuation, which will challenge them in accordance with their ability, across all areas of the curriculum

· Writing developed in the context of all other subject areas, with emphasis on vocabulary, sentence structure, punctuation and grammar.

· Children are making good progress

· Parents are involved in developing children’s writing

· Focused independent writing time is available for children throughout the school

In Reading outcomes at the end of Year 6 are consistently above 85% Level 4 & 40% Level 5 in reading

Action

· Pupils have good phonic decoding strategies and knowledge of phonically irregular words

· Pupils develop good literal and inferential comprehension

· Pupils develop higher order reading skills, such as inference, appreciation of an author’s style and awareness of themes.

· Improve knowledge of books and authors including similarities and differences between texts.

· Attitudes and enjoyment reflect a love of reading.
